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Purpose



This Northern Metropolitan Regional Profile has been developed as a user-friendly data source to assist disability services planners and providers in understanding the diversity of their target group. The Profile aims to support more effective planning, targeting and development of culturally and linguistically responsive disability services.

The Profile is unique in that it presents culturally and linguistically diverse population data specific to the age groups (0-64 years inclusive) most relevant to disability services. 

Specific features of the data include:

· regional and local government area presentations

· age specific country of birth and language data

· population numbers and percentages 

· graphic and table presentations

The Profile has been developed from the ABS 2001 census data, the Department of Immigration and Indigenous Affairs Settlement Database and the ABS Disability, Ageing and Carers Survey 1998.

2. DISABILITIES AND PEOPLE FROM C&LD BACKGROUNDS



“Disease, disorder or loss may lead to impairment which in turn may lead to disability, and this in turn may lead to handicap. It is estimated that 18% of Australians are disabled in some way” . 1
The ABS 1998 Survey of Disability, Ageing and Carers is the most recent data source that measures the prevalence of disability in Australia and the consequent need for support. The Survey however, does not report on the prevalence of disabilities specific to individual countries of birth or language groups. 

A number of sources however support the assumption that the prevalence of disability in C&LD populations is the same as for all populations. For example: 

“Data collected under the Commonwealth-State-Territory Disability Agreement (CSTDA) Minimum Data Set (MDS) for 2001and 2002 indicate that there is no significant difference between how disability affects people of English speaking and non-English speaking backgrounds” (NESB). 2 

“Overall people of NESB were as likely as the rest of the population to report severe or profound handicap (in ABS terms), less likely to be using services and less likely to report unmet need for help.” 3

Disability Services Data is able to report on service use by countries of birth and languages spoken at home. Analysis of this data from 2001 reports:

“The number of non-English speaking people (C&LD) accessing services increased slightly in real numbers from 1083 (2001) to 1152 (2002) or about 6%, and a bit faster than the increase of overall number of people (from 18,502 in 2001 to 19,298 or 4% increase). Those accessing services from C&LD backgrounds have been mainly from Italy, Vietnam, Greece and lately the Philippines (2002).” 4

3. CULTURAL AND LINGUISTIC DIVERSITY IN THE NORTHERN METROPOLITAN REGION



3.1 BIRTHPLACE

The Northern Metropolitan Region features a rich fabric of diverse cultures and language groups;  a prominent feature of Australia’s multicultural society. The 0 – 64 age population group (of greatest relevance for disability services) at the 2001 census recorded 21% or 140,174 people in this age group to be born in a non-English speaking country.

3.2 DISTRIBUTION OF C&LD POPULATION

The 0-64 population born in non-English speaking countries are recorded throughout the Northern Metropolitan Region, however the distribution of this population varies significantly between the local government areas.

3.4 LANGUAGES OTHER THAN ENGLISH

At the 2001 census, 32%* of the NMR 0-64 population spoke a language other than English at home. A significant number (29,296) of people recorded “not stated” in response to the census question on language spoken at home. This suggests that the number of people in the 0-64 age group who speak a LOTE at home may be underestimated.  The top ten languages in the region are presented below by age groups.

3.5 ENGLISH PROFICIENCY

Difficulties with communicating in English are continually reported as a significant obstacle for people of C&LD backgrounds in accessing disability services and participating in the Australian community. Language proficiency data is a clear indication of English language communication difficulties for people of C&LD backgrounds and is also helpful for development of language services such as interpreters and translation services. 

Fifteen percent of the 0-64 population who spoke LOTE at home did not speak English at all or did not speak English well.  A large number who recorded “not stated” also suggests possible underreporting of the population who speak English not at all or not well.

3.6 NEW ARRIVALS

The NMR continues to receive significant numbers of new arrivals coming to Australia under immigration programs. 

Information recorded by the Department of Immigration Settlement Database records a total of 11,165 of the 0-64 population for the period since the 2001 census. Of the arrivals a majority are from non-English speaking countries.
